No. 099.1-1-81), to be used by Boralex US Development, LLC, to allow for
the development of a solar energy project. The Town will receive rental payments which are fair
and adequate compensation for the lease area. The above resolution is subject to a Referendum to
be held at a Special Town Election.

Board in accordance with New York State Town Law and New York State Election Law.
